This website is meant to be used as way of communicating with you about topics that are important to our community, which can be defined as our city, parish, region or state. Obviously the focus will be on Lafayette, but I am hopeful that there will also be discussion on Central Acadiana. We have to be aware of the fact that we need our entire region to be successful in order for our communities to be individually successful, and if the various regions are successful, our state will be.
 
You might ask why not just use the office of the City-Parish President and the Lafayette Consolidated Government website to do what we are doing by way of this site. We intend to do a much better job of communicating with you through the office, but there will be from time to time, issues that may be inappropriate for a government website. This could be everything from a campaign related message to wanting to get input on something that is not directly related to government, but important for me to have feedback on. Or, maybe it is related, but ethics might prohibit using government resources to address the subject or taking an official position. This will allow candid communication on those issues.
